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This advice has been reviewed and reissued with an amendment  to the General section. The overall level of the advice has not changed.
SUMMARY
· The threat from terrorism is low. But you should be aware of the global risk of indiscriminate terrorist attacks which could be against civilian targets, including places frequented by foreigners.
· Although the risk from crime is also low, it does exist and you should take normal common-sense precautions.
· Most visits to French Polynesia are trouble-free.

SAFETY AND SECURITY
Terrorism

The threat from terrorism is low. But you should be aware of the global risk of indiscriminate terrorist attacks which could be against civilian targets, including places frequented by foreigners. ENTRY REQUIREMENTS
French Polynesia is an Overseas Territory (Territoire d'outre-mer) of France and, as such, British nationals with a valid passport do not need a visa to enter French Polynesia. British nationals who wish to work in French Polynesia should make enquiries, prior to departure, at the nearest French Consulate. 

 

Single parents or other adults travelling alone with children should be aware that some countries require documentary evidence of parental responsibility before allowing lone parents to enter the country or, in some cases, before permitting the children to leave the country.  For further information on exactly what will be required at immigration please contact the: French Embassy in London.

HEALTH
We strongly recommend that you obtain comprehensive travel and medical insurance before travelling to French Polynesia. You should check any exclusions, and that your policy covers you for the activities you want to undertake. Please see: Travel Insurance.

 

Neither the E111 medical form nor the European Health Insurance Card (EHIC) provide any health cover in French Polynesia.

 

French Polynesia is subject to occasional outbreaks of dengue fever. You should consult your doctor before travelling to the Territory to obtain advice about this and other diseases which might be present and recommendations about inoculations.

 

Diving is a popular pastime in the Territory but you should be aware that the only decompression facility is located in Papeete and that in the event of an accident it might take some time to reach from some of the popular diving sites located on other islands.

 

NATURAL DISASTERS
 
French Polynesia is located in an active earthquake area. Tropical storms including cyclones can occur between the months of November and April.

If you intend to use a credit card during your stay, you should be aware that only Visa, Mastercard, Amex, Diners and JCP (Japan) are widely accepted in French Polynesia. Holders of other cards may encounter difficulties in obtaining cash and paying for goods.
